Individuals who choose to travel against school advice are reminded that the following would
apply:
a. requirement to apply for entry approval for
i. International Students (Student Pass) (IS-STP) — To obtain approval from
MOE
ii. International Students (Dependant Pass) (IS-DP) — To obtain approval from
MOM through employer of parents/guardian

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b. 7 or 14-day Stay-Home Notice (SHN) issued upon their return to Singapore may
be chargeable up to $2,000 if served at an SHN Dedicated Facility (refer to ICA
website at https://safetravel.ica.gov.sg/sc-pr/requirements-and-process  for
updated list of countries, where individuals would have to serve SHN at dedicated
facilities);

c. travellers returning from UK and South Africa will have to serve 14 day-SHN at
dedicated facilities with an additional 7-day SHN at place of residence;

d. COVID-19 Polymerase Chain Reaction test (“PCR test”) before and/or upon
arrival, and at the end of the SHN may be chargeable up to $200; and

e. mandatory travel insurance and unsubsidised healthcare if they come down with
COVID-19 upon their return.

5 | Use of School Smart Cards (SSC) for Concessionary Travel - Primary 1 Students ST1
Transit Link Pte Ltd will be delivering the School Smart Cards of Primary One (1) students in
batches to the schools from 2 Mar 2021 to 12 Mar 2021. For students who had their photos
taken during the reshoot or had submitted softcopy photos, their SSCs will be printed in the
supplementary issue. The supplementary issue will be delivered to the schools at a later date.
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To start using the SSC for concessionary travel, students are required to activate the card at
the TransitLink Ticket Offices/TransitLink Concession Card Replacement Offices/Passenger
Services Centres (PSCs) located in the MRT Stations/Bus Interchanges by toping-up the value
for the card.

In support of national initiative to steer commuters towards adopting e-payments in transit
ticketing, top up at Passenger Services Centre has ceased. However, PSCs will continue to
assist in the activation of concession card for MOE students. To avoid being turned away,
students are advised to inform the PSC staff that they would like to activate their concession
card. The minimum top-up value is $5.

Parents/Students are requested to check the photo and details printed on the card upon
receipt of the SSCs. They are to inform the school immediately of any discrepancy.
