Please also note the following rules and regulations for all weighted assessments:

1. Students who are absent during the assessment must produce a valid medical certificate for
the day. These students’ marks will be pro-rated accordingly. No marks will be given for the
paper if students are absent without a valid medical certificate.

2. Students who have registered a temperature at or above the trigger temperature, are ill/unwell
or are covered by medical certificates on the day of the assessment will not be allowed to sit
for it.

3. Latecomers will not be given additional time. Latecomers who miss the paper entirely will not
be allowed to sit for the paper and no marks will be awarded to them.

4. There will be no make-up papers (except for Oral Assessments) for students who are absent
on assessment days.
