The ALP team has organised a one-day Design Thinking Programme for our P3 and P4 students. 
This programme will be conducted on Friday, 23 August 2024, from 2.15pm to 3.15pm. 
 
This Design Thinking Programme aims to provide opportunities for our students to 

• Go through and understand the design thinking process; 

• Craft innovative solutions by prototyping and making ideas come to life; and 

• Learn to communicate the solutions with everyone. 
 
Through this programme, P3 students will get to design a Carebot (robot) while P4 students 
will be challenged to find solutions to help reduce food wastage. 
  
The students will learn to build protoypes with tools and recycled materials to complete their projects 
and strengthen their fine motor development. As they work on their projects, they will also get to 
develop/strengthen 21st Century Competencies such as critical and inventive thinking skills, and 
effective communication and collaboration skills, and further build their resilience and problem-
solving skills. 
  
Participating P3 and P4 students are encouraged to gather and bring in recyclable materials 
such as milk cartons, plastic bottles and cardboards, prior to the programme.
