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4, | P1& P2: Home-Based Learning (HBL) during the PSLE Written Examinations Period

With reference to T3W1'’s Parent Notification (item 2), the school will be implementing Home-Based

During the HBL period, P1 and P2 students are to remain at home and complete the assigned
online and written work. Parents are strongly encouraged to plan for alternative care
arrangements during these periods. For the assigned online work, please note that your child would
need access to a computing device and the Internet from home. They are to complete the online
assignments by 6 October.

The Student Care Centre (SCC) will remain open in the afternoon (from 1.30pm to 7.00pm) during
the HBL periods.

(PG) by Friday, 20 September. If you have any queries or require any support from school, do
approach your child’s Form Teachers by Friday, 20 September.
